	Engineering Hall of Distinction


The Engineering Alumni Hall of Distinction was established in 1977 in order to draw public attention to the outstanding contributions to engineering and to society of graduates of the School of Practical Science between 1873 and 1906 and of the Faculty of Applied Science after 1906.

Induction to the Hall of Distinction recognizes a broad spectrum of accomplishment. This may be in the engineering field, in business or to society.  There should be a publicly recognized record of distinction, leadership and/or innovation.  The Awards committee will strive to recognize the diversity of accomplishment of Alumni in the recommendation of inductees.  The Honours and Awards Committee will normally recommend from three to six candidates per year.

Eligibility

All Engineering Alumni are eligible for nomination induction to the Hall of Distinction.  The committee draws candidates from the annual nomination process.

	Engineering Medal


The Engineering Alumni medal represents the premier annual award of the Association.  Established in 1939 in order to draw public attention to the contributions to engineering and to society of outstanding graduates of the School of Practical Science between 1873 and 1906 and of the Faculty of Applied Science after 1906.

The Award recognizes a broad spectrum of accomplishment. These may be in the engineering field, in business or to society.  There should be a publicly recognized record of distinction, leadership and/or innovation.  What distinguishes this award from induction to the Hall of Distinction is the candidate’s enduring contributions in a variety of areas throughout a career and in many cases beyond. The Awards committee will strive to recognize the diversity of accomplishment of Alumni in the recommendation of winners. 

Eligibility

All Engineering Alumni are eligible for nomination for the Engineering Medal.  The committee draws candidates from the annual nomination process and from previous inductees in the Hall of Distinction.  

Appendix B

Evaluation Criteria for

Alumni Medal and Hall of Distinction

	Evaluation Criteria


The evaluation criteria for the Alumni Medal and the Hall of Distinction awards include but are not limited to the following:

1. Nominee has held career positions demonstrating leadership, innovation and breadth of experience.

2. Nominee’s professional accomplishments demonstrate a record of innovation and problem solving in the development of new concepts, designs, prototypes products or services related to engineering, business, academia or society. .

3. Nominee’s personal accomplishment demonstrates a record of significant service to the Faculty, University, or community at large, including volunteerism, philanthropy and advisory board involvement.

4. Nominee has been recognized extensively by peers and other organizations through awards, dedications, scholarships, etc.

5. Nominee’s accomplishments have been published or recognized in books, articles, documentaries and other media.

6. Nominee has been an active member in a variety of organizations related to his/her area of accomplishment, particularly in leadership roles.
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
